The major tasks are to provide students with better understanding of modern Korean history seen from
rather unusual angle whose significance is often underestimated. The task is to make students interested
in their history and their city, to help them to appreciate and understand the efforts and sacrifices made
by their ancestors during the turbulent era of Korean history. Since the classes will necessarily concentrate
on Seoul, the students will acquire a better “feel” of the city where they live, and they will be able to
place the modern problems in the context of history.

® History of Western Philosophy 2I-2E®

This is an appreciation course for all students with intermediate to advance level English skills who are
interested in learning about western philosophy in English. Our aim is not to delve deeply into any
controversial issue but to stroll lightly through the history and development of philosophical ideas, from
early Greek philosophy to the twentieth century analytic philosophy and, in the process, acquaint ourselves
with many of the greatest figures in philosophy.
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@ Ancient Greek versus Modern Hero Ideology 2IE&

The purpose of this course will be to understand stories and what they can reveal about the psychology
and popular philosophy within a culture or sub—culture. We will look at masculine identity, hierarchical
structures and other frameworks within these works of fiction and try and gain an understanding of how
these stories might perpetuate or challenge these concepts.

Introduction to Ancient Greek Mythology 2l ZE&)

To introduce the students to the culture and religion of the Ancient Greeks and to acquaint them with their
myths and give insight into the meaning and function of these myths. Myth interpretative theories will also
be explained so that the students might learn, understand and then be able to apply these theories to
many stories, movies, and myths that they encounter. The students will also be introduced to the hero
myths of Ancient Greek society, their meaning, function and influence over modern Western popular
culture. Psychological concepts such as human striving, wish—fulfillment and masculinity will be explored.
